Violence Prevention Organizations 
Target Violence “Hot Spots”
   Chicago organizations 
working to reduce gun 
violence will increase 
interventions in violence 
hot spots starting this 
month, despite the acute 
threat of COVID-19 in 
low-income communities, 
following a surge in 
shootings in the first 
quarter of the year.  The 
“hot spot” strategy, 
which is a partnership of 
Chicago CRED and CP4P 
(Communities Partnering 
4 Peace),  employs 
participants in violence 
prevention programs 
as mediators to help 
deescalate conflicts and 
create a community 
presence. They have 
also been cross-trained 
to provide public health 
information related to 
COVID-19.  The hot-spot 
strategy began in 2018 at 21 
sites in three communities, 
expanded to 55 sites in 8 
communities in 2019, and 
is now targeting 62 sites 
in 10 communities. They 
are Austin, West Garfield 
Park, East Garfield Park, 
Humboldt Park, and North 
Lawndale on the West Side 
and Englewood, West 
Englewood, Roseland, 
Greater Grand Crossing

and South Shore on the 
South Side.   
According to Chicago 
police, Chicago ended 
the first quarter with fatal 
shootings up eight percent 
and non-fatal shootings up 
20 percent over last year. 
The month of March, 
however had a 29 percent 
drop in fatal shootings, 
although there was also a 
19 percent increase in non-
fatal shootings.  In January, 
violence prevention 
organizations, outreach 
workers and community 
leaders gathered at South 
Shore Cultural Center 
to challenge Chicago to 
reduce gun violence by 
20 percent this year and 
every year until the city 
is on par with other big 
cities across America. 
They also committed to 
providing regular updates 
on Chicago’s progress 
towards the goal.  “After 
three years of steady 
declines, our goal for 2020 
is to reduce gun violence 
by at least 20 percent, but 
it was a tough first quarter. 
We have to double down 
and continue to offer our 
young people at high risk 
a positive alternative to 
street life,” said Duncan.

Sens. Duckworth and Durbin Call on USEPA to Monitor Chicago Southeast Side Metal Scrappers
Sens. Tammy Duckworth 
and Dick Durbin urged 
USEPA Region 5 to require 
four metals facilities 
on Chicago’s Southeast 
Side, a heavily burdened 
environmental justice 
community, to install 
monitors for toxic metals 
and other air pollutants. In 

the past year, the facilities 
have been cited by the 
Chicago Department of 
Public Health (CDPH) for 
air violations and by the 
Illinois EPA for failing to 
have required air permits. 
The Illinois senators are 
requesting that the USEPA 
investigate the potential 

contamination from years 
of unpermitted operations 
and the current, ongoing 
pollution from the facilities 
through monitoring.  The 
request comes on the 
heels of the implosion of 
a coal plant smokestack by 
warehouse developer Hilco 
on Easter weekend that 

caused a massive cloud of 
toxic dust to spread over 
Little Village, another 
environmental justice 
community.  
The facilities located on 
Burley Street are part of a 
business venture planning 
to move the notorious 
North Side metal recycler 
General Iron to the 
Southeast Side. General 
Iron has recently come 
under greater enforcement 
pressure by the CDPH since 
late 2019. The facilities on 
S. Burley Street are about a 
half-mile from Washington 
High School, which has 
registered the highest

Illinois DCFS reminds parents of the ABCs of Safe Sleep

    Unsafe sleep is a leading 
cause of death for children 
one-year-old and younger, 
and while families are 
spending more time at home 
together, Illinois DCFS 
reminds parents of three 
simple steps they can take 
to ensure their infants are put 

to sleep safely.  “It is vitally 
important for parents and 
caregivers to learn and use 
the ABCs of Safe Sleep,” 
said Illinois DCFS Acting 
Director Marc D. Smith. “A 
baby should sleep Alone, on 
his or her Back in a safe Crib 
– it’s that simple.”  Between 

January 1 and June 30, 2019, 
53 infants in Illinois under 
the age of 1 died as a result of 
being put to sleep unsafely, 
including being placed to 
sleep in locations other than 
a crib, bassinet or pack and 
play; in positions other than 
on their back or co-sleeping 
with another individual at 
the time of death.  Infants 
sleep safest alone in a 
crib with a firm mattress 
and tightly-fitted sheet. 
The crib should be free of 
pillows, blankets, bumper 
pads, stuffed animals and 
toys. Infants should never 
be put to sleep on an adult 
bed or couch.  “During these 
uncertain times, parents may 
rightfully be experiencing 
increased stress and 
exhaustion, so creating a 
safe sleep environment 
for their babies is more 
important than ever,” said 
Smith.
