Grupo de Padres pide a CPS la Reapertura

    Mientras el Sindicato 
de Maestros de Chicago 
y las Escuelas Públicas 
de Chicago continúan 
enfrentándose por el regreso 
al aprendizaje presencial, 
ha surgido un nuevo grupo, 
con el esfuerzo de dar 
una plataforma para los 
preocupados padres. Un 
recién formado grupo en 
Chicago pide al Sindicato 
de Maestros de Chicago 
(CTU) y a las Escuelas 
Públicas de Chicago 
(CPS) que abran lo más 
pronto posible. Durante 
una conferencia de prensa 
virtual, que incluyó a 
padres y estudiantes de 
CPS, Chicago Parents 
Collective insistió en que 
el aprendizaje dentro de 
la escuela debe hacerse en 
forma segura. 
   No descartamos las 
preocupaciones de 

seguridad de los maestros, 
pero expertos en salud 
dicen que las escuelas 
no son una mayor fuente 
de contagio y pueden 
abrirse de manera segura. 
Tuvieron un año para 
lograrlo. Nuestros niños 
han esperado demasiado”, 
dijo el fundador de Chicago 
Parents Collective, Ryan 
Griffin. Varios otros padres 
y niños de CPS hablaron 
y compartieron historias 
de niños estresados 
y abrumados por el 
aprendizaje en línea y 
por no tener interacción 
social. Señalaron que 
muchas escuelas privadas 
y guarderías están abiertas 
y no experimentan un 
surgimiento en el número 
de personas infectadas.
   Una madre de CPS, Anne-
Laure Justeau, maestra de 
una escuela pública en un 
suburbio de Chicago donde 
ha estado enseñando en 

persona desde octubre, 
declaró, “El primer paso 
para la enseñanza híbrida 
de un maestro es regresar 
al edificio escolar. Sentí un 
poco de temor al regresar 
a la escuela, pero me 
acostumbré. Practicamos 
el distanciamiento social, 
usamos máscaras, Ahora 
es una rutina”.
    Un estudiante de 
7º grado de CPS, de 
nombre Maddox, dijo, 
“El aprendizaje remoto ha 
sido difícil. Aunque mis 
maestros están haciendo 
lo mejor posible, mucho 
se pierde en el aprendizaje 
remoto. Es difícil recibir 
comentarios de los 
maestros como lo harían 
en un aula. Muchas veces 
me siento perdido durante 
las lecciones y tengo que 
ponerme al corriente más 
tarde”.
   El grupo de padres 
se formó hace unas 

cuantas semanas, cuando 
escucharon hablar de 
una huelga de maestros. 
Aproximadamente 6 de 
cada 10 miembros del 
sindicato de maestros 
ha votado por mantener 
la educación remota, a 
menos que se cumpla 
con las condiciones de 
reapertura estipuladas. La 
psicóloga clínica licenciada 
y una madre de CPS, Dra. 
Kati Wax agregó, En mi 
opinión, las personas se 
avergüenzan de ponerse 
una contra otra, por lo 
que les imploro tanto a 
los maestros como a los 
padres que dejen de acosar 
y culpar, especialmente 
frente a nuestros niños.” 
  En una declaración a la 
prensa sobre un acuerdo 
entre CTU y CPS, CTU 
compartió lo siguiente, “Es 
estimulante que la alcaldesa 
y CPS se hayan puesto de 
acuerdo en continuar las 

negociaciones mañana, 
martes, mientras nuestros 
miembros continúan 
enseñando y trabajando en 
forma remota. No estamos 
excluidos hoy ni mañana 
por la unidad de nuestros 
miembros, su compromiso 
con sus comunidades 
escolares y su solidaridad 
intrépida. No queremos 

una huelga. Queremos 
seguir trabajando en forma 
remota mientras se negocía 
un acuerdo para regresar 
a nuestras aulas en forma 
segura. Y hoy estamos 
un paso más de lograrlo, 
porque la administración 
ha aceptado seguir en la 
mesa de negociaciones en 
vez de armar un conflicto 
o excluir a los maestros”.

Parent Group Calls on CPS to Reopen

    As the Chicago Teachers 
Union and Chicago Public 
Schools continue to clash 
over the return of in-person 
learning, a new group has 
emerged in an effort to give 
a platform for concerned 

parents.  A newly-formed 
parent group in Chicago 
is calling on the Chicago 
Teachers Union (CTU) and 
Chicago Public Schools 
(CPS) to open as soon as 
possible.  During a virtual 
press conference, which 
included CPS parents 

and students, the Chicago 
Parents Collective insisted 
that in-school learning can 
be done safely.
“We’re not dismissing 
safety concerns of teachers, 
but health experts say 
schools are not major 
spreaders and they can 

open safely. They’ve had 
a year to figure this out. 
Our children have waited 
long enough,” said founder 
of the Chicago Parents 
Collective Ryan Griffin.  
Several other parents and 
CPS children spoke and 
shared stories of stressed 
children overwhelmed 
by on-line learning and 
missing social interaction. 
They pointed out that many 
private schools and day 
care centers are open and 
are not experiencing surges 
in the number of infected 
people. 
CPS parent Anne-Laure 
Justeau, a teacher in a 
public school in a Chicago 
suburb where she has been 
teaching in-person since 
October stated, “The first 
step for a teacher to teach 
hybrid is to go back to the 
school building. It was a 
little scary at the beginning 
to just go back to school 
but I got used to it. We 
practice social distancing, 

we wear masks. Now it’s 
just routine.”
A CPS 7th grader named 
Maddox said, “Remote 
learning has been hard. 
Although my teachers are 
doing their best, a lot is lost 
in remote learning. It is 
hard to get feedback from 
teachers like you would in 
a classroom. I often feel 
lost during lessons and 
have to catch up later.”
The parent group formed 
a few weeks ago when 
they started to hear 
talk of a teacher strike. 
Approximately 6 in 10 
CTU members have 
voted to keep remote-
only education unless their 
reopening conditions are 
met.   Licensed Clinical 
Psychologist and CPS 
parent, Dr. Kati Wax added, 
“In my opinion there is 
just too much shaming 
of people and putting 
people against each other, 
so I would implore both 
teachers and parents to stop 

the bullying and blaming, 
especially in front of our 
kids.”
In a statement to press in 
regards to an agreement 
between CTU and 
CPS, CTU shared the 
following, “It’s heartening 
that the mayor and CPS 
have agreed to continue 
bargaining tomorrow, 
Tuesday, as our members 
continue to teach and work 
remotely. We are not locked 
out today or tomorrow 
because of our members’ 
unity, their commitment to 
their school communities, 
and their fearless solidarity.  
“We don’t want a strike. 
We want to keep working 
remotely as we bargain an 
agreement to return to our 
classrooms safely. And 
we’re one step closer to 
that goal today, because 
management has agreed 
to stay at the table rather 
than escalating conflict or 
locking out educators.”

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Stimulus Check Scams and How to Avoid Them

     The second stimulus check 
for $600 being distributed 
to Americans has led to 
unprecedented online 
scams that broke the $200 
million milestone.   The 
IRS reported 5.7 million 
payments totaling $9.6 
billion were made in Illinois 
where residents should 
be on alert for the most 
common scams currently 

being used.  SocialCatfish.
com today released a report 
today on 4 Stimulus Check 
Scams and How to Avoid 
Them based on information 
from the FTC, FBI and IRS 
during the Coronavirus 
pandemic.
ROBOCALL CHECK 
SCAMS: The scammer 
will call pretending to 
be the IRS and ask for 

your personal financial 
information. They will 
claim they need this to 
deposit the stimulus check 
into your account and will 
also ask for a fee to deposit 
said check. The truth is, 
they want your information 
so that they can pretend 
to be you and claim the 
check for themselves. 
They can also drain your 

bank account with this 
information and will keep 
the fee for themselves for 
good measure.
How to Avoid: Do not 
give out any personal 
information.  The 
government already has 
your information on file 
from when you filed your 
taxes. The stimulus check 
will either be automatically 
deposited into your account 
or you will get it mailed to 
your house.
EMAIL AND TEXT 
SCAMS: Scammers 
will send you a phishing 
email,  text message, or 
message on social media 
claiming that they are 
the government. They 
may email you telling 
you to click on a link to 
“verify” information, or 
text message you a link to 
fill out an application to 
receive your check.

How to Avoid: Do not 
click on any links that 
are emailed or texted 
to you.   Again, the 
government already has 
your information and 
checks or debit cards are 
either directly deposited or 
mailed to you.
FAKE WEBSITE: If you 
click on suspicious links, 
they will likely take you 
to fake websites that will 
download malware onto 
your device and steal your 
information to drain your 
bank account. These sites 
also contain fake forms so 
any personal or financial 
information you provide 
will go to the scammer. 
How to Avoid: Do not go 
to any website that does not 
end in “.gov”.  There are no 
non-government websites 
giving stimulus checks.  If 
you suspect a fake website, 
get off it immediately and 

report it. 
PHONY CHECKS: 
Scammers have been 
mailing fake checks that 
look exactly like the official 
government-issued paper 
stimulus checks. Once 
deposited, the scammers 
text you pretending to be 
the government asking for 
some of the money back 
claiming too much was 
sent. 
How to Avoid: Make sure 
the check is legitimate, ask 
your bank to verify it.  If 
anyone asks for a portion 
of the check back, tell your 
bank immediately. 
If you encounter a 
coronavirus scam, contact 
local law enforcement, 
or file a complaint with 
the  FTC. For more 
information on the status 
of your stimulus check visit 
the IRS website.

Estafas de Cheques de Estímulo 
y Como Evitarlas

   El segundo cheque 
de estímulo por $600 
que se distribuyó a los 
estadounidenses ha 
llevado a estafas en línea 
sin precedentes que 
sobrepasaron los $200 
millones. IRS reportó 
pagos de 5.7 milllones 
con un total de $9.6 mil 
milones que fueron hechos 
en Illinois, donde los 
residentes deberían estar 
alerta por la mayoría de 
estafas comunes que se 
utilizan. SocialCatfish.
com publicó hoy un 
reporte sobre 4 Estafas a 
Cheques de Estímulo y 
Como Evitarlas, basado en 
información de FTC, FBI

del Coronavirus.

ESTAFAS DE CHEQUES 
DE LLAMADAS 
A U T O M AT I C A S : 
El estafador llama 
pretendiendo ser de IRS 
y pide su información 
financiera personal. 
Alegarán que la necesitan 
para depositar su cheque 
de estímulo en su cuenta 
y les pedirán un pago para 
depositar dicho cheque. La 
verdad es que quieren su 
información para pretender 
ser usted y reclamar el 
cheque ellos mismos. 
También pueden vaciar su 
cuenta bancaria con esta 
información y, por si acaso, 
se quedarán con el cobro 
que le hicieron.

Como Evitarlo: No de 
ninguna información 
personal. El gobierno 
ya tiene su información 
de cuando declaró su 
impuesto sobre la renta. 
El cheque de estímulo le 
será depositado en forma 
automática en su cuenta o 
lo recibirá en el correo.
ESTAFAS DE TEXTO Y 
EMAIL: Los estafadores 
le enviarán un e-mail falso, 
mensaje de texto o mensaje 
en los medios sociales 
diciendo que son el 
gobierno. Pueden enviarle 
un email diciéndole que 
haga click en un enlace para 
“verificar” la información, 
o un mensaje de texto con 
un enlace para llenar una 
solicitud para recibir su 
cheque.
Como Evitarlo: No haga 
click en ningún enlace que 
le sea enviado vía email o 
ningún texto. REpetimos, 
el gobierno ya tiene su 
información y los cheques 
o tarjetas de débito son 
enviadas directamente por 
correo o depositadas en su 
cuenta.

SITIO WEB FALSO: Si 
hace click en un enlace 
sospechoso probablemente 
lo llevará a sitios web 
falsos que descargarán un 
malware en su dispositivo 
y robarán información para 
vaciar su cuenta bancaria. 
Estos sitios contienen 
también formas falsas por 

lo que toda información, 
personal o financiera que 
usted dé la recibirá el 
estafador.
Como Evitarlo. No vaya 
a ningún sitio web que no 
termine en “gov”. no hay 
ningún sitio web que no sea 
del gobierno que de cheques 
de estímulo. Si sospecha 
que es un sitio web falso, 
salga inmediatamente y 
repórtelo.
CHEQUES FALSOS: 
Los estafadores han estado 
enviando cheques falsos 
que lucen exactamente 
como los cheques de 
estímulo de papel del 
gobierno oficial. Una 
vez depositados, los 
estafadores le envían un 
texto pretendiendo ser el 
gobierno y pidiéndole algo 
del dinero clamando que le 
enviaron de más.

Como Evitarlo: 
Asegúrese de que el 
cheque es legítimo, pida a 
su banco que lo verifique. 
Si alguien le pide que 
devuelva una parte de su 
cheque, repórtelo al banco 
inmediatamente.

Si se encuentra con una 
estafa del coronavirus, 
comuníquese con su 
policía local o registre 
una queja con FTC. Para 
más información sobre 
el estado de su cheque de 
estímulo, visite la red del 
IRS.
