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Gov. Pritzker Announces Over $150 Million 
in Funding to Reduce Gun Violence
    Governor Pritzker 
recently announced the first 
of three Notice of Funding 
Opportunities (NOFOs) 
for eligible organizations 
to apply for over $150 
million in state funding to 
further violence prevention 
efforts. The first round of 
funding includes more than 
$50 million for violence 
prevention services in 
Chicago including street-
based violence interruption 
work and victim services. 
Subsequent rounds of 
funding for statewide youth 
development and high-
risk youth intervention 
programs will open later 
this month.  The grants are 
made possible through the 
Reimagine Public Safety 
Act (RPSA), which aims 
to address the root causes 
of firearm violence in 
Illinois through targeted, 
integrated behavioral 
health services, access to 
economic opportunities, 
and violence interruption 

and prevention programs.  
To provide communities 
with the resources they 
need to uplift local 
residents, the governor’s 
proposed fiscal year 2023 
budget increases that figure 
to $832 million.  The initial 
round of more than $50 
million in grants includes 
funding to support work 
in 37 eligible community 
areas, defined by the RPSA 
as the locations with the 
most concentrated firearm 
violence in Chicago. 
Eligible organizations 

include those doing street-
based violence interruption 
work, victim services, 
trauma related therapy, 
and case management.

Alzheimer’s association.  
Over 230,000 people in 
Illinois are living with 
Alzheimer’s. Many take 
part in the Community Care 
Program, which allows 
seniors with or without 
these conditions to receive 
in-home and community-
based service from their 
own homes. Employees 
that provide this service 
are currently required to 
complete 12 to 24 hours 
of training, but training 
specific to dementia and 
Alzheimer’s patients is 
optional.  Fine’s measure 
would require employees 
and contractors with the 
Department of Aging 
Service who provide direct 

service to individuals in the 
Community Care program 
to complete at least two 
hours of training on 
Alzheimer’s and dementia 
prior to the start of their 
employment. Fine believes 
that condition-specific 
training is essential to 

ensuring adults living with 
these conditions are able 
to be cared for and better 
understood.

Fair Housing Communities Reach Settlement with Fannie Mae
HOPE Fair Housing Center, 
Open Communities, 
South Suburban Housing 
Center along with the 
National Fair Housing 
Alliance (NFHA) and 17 
other local fair housing 
organizations throughout 
the country, reached a 
landmark $53 million 
agreement with Fannie 
Mae (formally known 
as the Federal National 
Mortgage Association) to 
resolve a case arising from 

allegations that Fannie Mae 
treated foreclosed homes 
in communities of color 
unfavorably. The settlement 
will help rebuild and 
strengthen communities 
of color in 39 metropolitan 
areas including Chicago, 
IL and Gary, IN. In the 
case, plaintiffs alleged that 
Fannie Mae maintained and 
marketed its foreclosed 
homes in predominantly 
White neighborhoods 
while allowing similar 

homes in communities of 
color to fall into disrepair 
and that this differential 
treatment exacerbated the 
damage caused by the 
2008 mortgage crisis and 
impeded recovery from 
the crisis in neighborhoods 
of color. The case was 
the first time a federal 
court confirmed the 
nation’s fair housing laws 
cover the maintenance 
and marketing of Real 
Estate Owned (REO) 

properties.  The plaintiffs’ 
2016 allegations against 
Fannie Mae arose after a 
comprehensive, four-year 
investigation of more than 
2,300 Fannie Mae-owned 
foreclosed properties in 
39 metropolitan areas 
in the country. Of those 
properties, 378 were located 

in the Chicago and Gary 
metropolitan areas.   The 
plaintiffs collected more 
than 49,000 photographs 
revealing poorly 
maintained properties 
in Black and Latino 
communities, particularly 
as compared to properties 
in predominantly White 

neighborhoods.  HOPE

and the other fair housing 
groups are represented by 
noted civil rights law firms 
Relman Colfax PLLC and 
Dane Law LLC.
